NOTES OF EXPLANATION

There are three options of fee payments:

1. One payment for the entire year by 27th August 2011 of the current school year, or before the first day of attendance at school if the student begins after the commencement of the school year.  This option entitles the 

2. One payment for each semester: Semester 1 by 27th August 2011 of the current school year, or before the first day of attendance at school if the student begins after the commencement of the school year: Semester 2 by 1st Feb 2012. Students may not begin classes until the payment is made.

3. Monthly post-dated checks covering the full year, or each semester, in-hand prior to the start of

        the year (27th August 2011), or prior to each Semester (27th August 2011 and 1st February 2012).

Students may not commence a semester’s study unless fees are received in full at the outset.

· All families whose organization largely pay for school fees, including UN, are required to follow payment plan #1 or #2, paying for the entire year or semester before a student begins class.

· Parents paying for school fees at the full rate for their first child will be entitled to a 5% discount on the tuition fees for the second child enrolled, and a 10% discount on the tuition fees for the third and subsequent children enrolled.

· Parents paying fees privately at the full rate under options 1 and 2, and who make their payments on schedule, are eligible for a 500 NIS early-payment discount per student per semester.  Parents receiving financial aid will not be eligible for this early- payment discount. 

· Secondary students receiving financial aid are not entitled to two free sports.

· Payment can be made in shekels, dollars, pounds, or Euros at the Bank of Israel representative rate of exchange on the day the account is settled.  Payment by check is preferred.  Checks must be made out to the ANGLICAN INTERNATIONAL SCHOOL, JERUSALEM, and can be drawn on foreign bank accounts. Checks that are not honored will incur a surcharge of 130 NIS to cover costs. Traveler’s Checks and credit cards are not accepted.

· Parents who fall behind on their agreed method of payment during the semester will be assessed a 1000 NIS late fee for the semester.  The School reserves the right to withhold Diplomas, Grads Cards, and Transcripts if financial obligations are not up to date.

· Parents who withdraw their children from school the end of a school term are required to complete the fee payments for the term.

· Fees are charged from the start of the term when a place is being reserved for a student and there are other applicants waiting for a place in that grade level.

Admission Fee: a one-time fee paid by every student from Pre-Primary upwards at the time of entry into the school.

Special Program Fees: parents whose child is assessed to require general learning support will be contacted by the Learning Support team.  A fee of 6000 will be charged to provide this additional support.  However, if intensive educational support is required for the student, an appropriate fee will be negotiated with the parents. 

Aftercare: is charged to EY children staying from 12:30-2:30 p.m. Monday-Thursday.
Capital Fees: The Capital fee is an annual levy payable for every student.  Parents will not be charged a capital fee for students in Early Years 1 and 2.  

Music Lesson Fees are billed separately from tuition fees and are payable in one installment before the end of the first month of the term when lessons start.

Security Fee is an annual fee charged per family for the hiring of a Security Guard and the resolution of security issues that might arise during the school year.

External Examination Fees are charged based on the rates of the Examining Bodies and the number and level of subjects taken.
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
